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Abstract

This article discusses Derrida’s use of the metaphor of
‘economy’ and the economy of ‘metaphoricity’ in relation to the
conceptualization of metaphor in philosophical texts, deconstructed in
the article: White Mythology: Metaphor in the Text of Philosophy. The
article will focus on Derrida’s discussion of Hegel’s dialectical concept
of ‘Aufhebung’ and/or the ‘metaphorization’ in relation to the three
senses of the term ‘usure’: ‘usage’, ‘used-up’, and ‘surplus meaning’.
